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2012


#1:  Jeremiah, the prophet, proclaimed, “Great is thy faithfulness,” in Lamentations 3:23. That has been proven over and over again through the 77-year history of WNAC. 

#2: Support for the national office was down in 2011 by nine percent. The office is solely funded by dues and gifts to the general fund. As women, we underwrite the costs of maintaining our national office.
· We are an auxiliary, not a department of the National Association, and therefore do not receive a percentage of the cooperative giving funds. 

· We do receive monies from the Rest of the Family and Together Way Offerings which amounted to  $2,843.21 in 2011 (1% of our budget). 

· Last year we also voted for the interest of the Wisehart Student Scholarship Fund to be placed back in the fund instead of being contributed to the general fund….which resulted in a loss of income ($1800) for the office for the last six months of the year. 

· Our dues have remained at $15 since 2005.

· Magazine subscriptions do not cover the total cost of our publications.  Nor has the price been raised since 2004.

· Severe cuts have been made in the office over the past two years. The only place left to cut is in salary/personnel.

Several states have included the WNAC office in their state project this year…..for which we are very grateful. Please pray with us as we seek to be wise stewards of the monies entrusted to us and continue seeking to rebuild the financial base of support.

True to our mission and purpose, WNAC members are active in support of missions and ministry causes in their homes, churches, communities, and around the world. The total given in 2011 totaled $406,679.44:  cash gifts of $382,991.70 and non-cash gifts of $23,687.74. This is 78%  of the monies given by our women which totaled $523,565.20.

During 2011, we had 36 requests for new group packets. These groups came from 15 states. Please pray for the women who are seeking to establish these WAC groups…and for the state officers who are mentoring these new groups.


#3:  Support for the Steward Provision Closet continues to be strong benefitting our missionaries and Bible Institutes. 
· We received $28,900.39 during 2011.  
· Cash:  $5,212.65
· Non-cash:  $23,687.74  
· Due to a request from a Michigan state officer, a video was produced to acquaint our women with this ministry.


#4:  It was also our privilege to supply items for the Chame’ Institute’s kitchen and cafeteria which enhanced the 50th celebration in Panama. They were able to serve everyone at one time because of the extra dishes/ silverware that were purchased. 

#5: For the first time, the ladies had a separate sink for dishwashing and food preparation. 

#6: They had not had circulation in the kitchen/ dining hall areas until these ceiling fans were purchased. Our Panamanian sisters in Christ were blessed by your generosity Thank you so much!

#7:  The 2011 recipients of the Cleo Purcell Foreign Student Scholarship are students at Seminary of the Cross in Reynosa.    
*Ester was born into a Christian home and was saved at a young age. She is already actively serving the Lord in her home church while she completes her studies.
*Gabriela was the oldest child born to a believing mother and unbelieving father. She was saved at the age of 16. She began studying to be an industrial engineer at the university in Mexico City, but God had other plans.  As a 19 year old, she married and now is preparing for the ministry with her husband. They have one daughter.
